The Alliance held a combined Leadership Institute and World
Conference in  Rochester, NY, USA this past
September/October. Although the number of participants was
down from previous years, both events provided stimulating
presentations, opportunities for reconnecting with friends and
colleagues, and a wonderfully peaceful setting at the Woodcliff
Hotel and Spa in Fairport, NY.

The Leadership Institute, directed by Dr. Harvey Smith, hosted
over 40 participants. Its theme, “Dare to Dream and Do,” was
facilitated by several key presenters. Dr. Carol Rossi-Fries, past
New York State Teacher of the Year and current professor of

education at SUNY Potsdam, and Margo-lyn Grant, counselor at
Lee Davis School, Richmond, VA, headlined the opening session, giving the audience practical suggestions
from their experiences in applying Invitational Education®. Dr. John Piper of Bowling Green, OH, presented on
assessing leadership traits, and Dr. Peter Wong and Mrs. Clio Chan of the Hong Kong IAIE Center presented on
leadership related to the expansion of invitational theory and practice in Asia.

On the evening of October 1, the 2009 World Conference, directed by Mary Connery of the Fairport Schools,
commenced with an opening address, Civility, Ethics, Leadership & Global Literacy, to over 100 attendees by
Dr. Betty Siegel, co-founder of the Alliance and President Emeritus at Kennesaw State University. Other
featured speakers and topics included Dr. Charlotte Reed, Chair of the IAIE Board of Trustees and professor at
Indiana University Northwest, Do YOU Have the Courage to be both Civil & Competent?, Dr. Dean Fink,
former school superintendent in Canada and an international educational consultant, Leadership for Mortals: An
Inviting Approach, Mr. Tim Cusack, professional entertainer and speaker, One Moment Please; and Mr. Rich
Ognibene, a Fairport, NY physics teacher and the 2008 New York State Teacher of the Year, Teaching with a
Heart: Engaging Students with Courage and Caring.

The featured speakers were complemented by several presenters of excellent mini-sessions and educational
breakout sessions throughout the conference. Harvey, Mary, their respective committees, and all presenters
deserve highest accolades for holding a successful conference during trying financial times.

Paula Stanley, Professor of Counselor Education at Radford University in Virginia, was a longtime member of the
Alliance, member of the Board of Trustees, editor of the FORUM newsletter, and Director of the
Radford IAIE Center. Her death in late November was deeply felt by members of IAIE,
the Radford University community, and most of all, her family—brothers, Gregory and
Tony, sister, Treva, two nephews, Jim and Joe, all of North Carolina. Dr. Stanley passed
away unexpectedly after complications related to her battle with cancer.

Paula received many awards during her career, including the Outstanding Faculty Service Award in the College of
Education and Human Development, the Outstanding Counselor Education Alumni Professional Excellence Award at the
American Counseling Association Convention, a Stafford Leadership Award from IAIE, and was also listed in the 2000
edition of Notable Women in America. Along with her colleague and friend, Dr. Robert Small, she was active in the
Humane Society of Pulaski County, VA, and volunteered at the Women’s Resource Center.

Dr. Stanley, a native of North Carolina, received a bachelor’s degree in psychology and master’s in counseling from
Appalachian State University and her doctorate in counseling and development from the University of North Carolina at
Greenshoro. Professionally, she wrote and co-authored numerous articles and books, including two books co-authored
with Dr. William Purkey—Invitational Teaching, Learning and Living and The Inviting School Treasury: 1001 Ways to
Invite Student Success.

One book was particularly close to her heart. In 2007, Paula published a book of poems, Finding Endurance, which she
dedicated to her mother. In an interview, Dr. Stanley reflected on the importance of family and friends. Her book of
poems was a way “to capture the things that made her who she was today.” She gave her parents all the credit for who she
had become and for her professional successes. Dr. Stanley said her mother always stressed the importance of being true
to herself and never to forget her roots. Lines from one of Paula’s poems presented her enduring spirit and love of life.
They are a fitting end to this tribute:

You savor it and want to make it linger as long as you can.
You feel a little guilty for having such a feeling of enjoyment.

Richard Benjamin and Betty Siegel visited Hong Kong together in early November to conduct three IE-related
workshops. They led a 2-day workshop for teachers and administrators from 10 schools just getting started in IE. Then
they taught a 1-day advanced workshop for teams from experienced schools, then a 1-day workshop for teacher leaders
and administrators, including some from Guangzhou. Both Betty and Richard would like to share an important
observation—that our Hong Kong colleagues are engaged in very successful efforts to encourage and support the
implementation, and extension and development of Invitational Education in Hong Kong and in mainland China. Many
schools have visited and received excellent training in existing IE “Leadership Schools” and show remarkable progress.
Related to that, both Richard and Betty enjoyed and learned from our several local co-presenters: Peter Wong,
Clio Chan, Dennis Koo, Helena Poon, Stephen Chu, Sylvia Wu, and Sophia Chan, who exemplified IE and Arts
Integration.




Richard Benjamin, Stephen Chu, and Peter Lam had visited three schools in Guangzhou before Betty arrived. One
was interested in IE (Humei International School) and two were recent IE implementing schools, which were amazingly
advanced — Jingxi and SanYuanLi Primary Schools. The implementing schools were both highly developed,
demonstrating great understanding of IE and showing wonderful adaptations and innovations. Betty and Richard have
been invited back in May and November, 2010, to conduct similar workshops and to explore more focused work with just
a few schools that are especially interested in arts integration and ethics and character development. Betty and Richard
wish to commend the wonderful professional colleagues they worked with and the extremely capable and talented and
completely captivating and “inviting” students we met. Richard says, “This work is clearly a very dear experience for a
couple of semi-retired learners.”

After completing her visit to Hong Kong, Betty Siegel traveled to Shanghai, China, for discussions relative to invitational
leadership and establishing a global ethical leadership academy there. Her philosophical concept on invitational
leadership has been so embraced by the Chinese that she has received a second invitation to return in the spring to
continue and expand her work throughout their country.

Ken Wright, Georgetown, Kentucky, has been appointed IAIE Hong Kong Projects Coordinator. Ken took over those
responsibilities from Sue Bowen, who has served well in that position for several years. Thanks, Sue, and
congratulations, Ken!

What Is The Inviting School Survey-Revised (1SS-R)?

In 2005 the 100-item Inviting School Survey (ISS) was revised to facilitate usage by elementary, middle, and high
schools. Since that time the revised 50-item Inviting School Survey-Revised (ISS-R) has been used by over 50 national
and international schools with over 2,000 individuals completing the survey. In addition to an English on-line version
there is now a Chinese on-line version. Users of both versions can now complete the ISS-R on-line and receive a detailed
report in a very short period of time. An example of the ISS-R report is available upon request.

The revised Inviting School Survey-Revised (Smith, 2005) is a 50-item checklist based on the 100-item Inviting School
Survey-ISS (Purkey & Schmidt, 1990, Purkey & Fuller, 1995). Both the original ISS and the ISS-R are designed for use
by Grade four students and above, parents, teachers, school administrators and others associated with the school, such as
counselors, psychologists, and social workers.

The Inviting School Survey-Revised (ISS-R) is designed to informally assess the invitational qualities of the total school
climate and the five environmental areas as outlined in Invitational Education theory (Purkey & Novak, 1996): People,
Places, Processes, Policies, and Programs.

Placed together on a 50-item Likert-type scale, with items addressing each of the five factors of People, Places, Processes,
Policies, and Programs, the Inviting School Survey (ISS-R) presents a global picture of life in school, inviting or
disinviting.

Individuals completing the ISS-R are asked to respond to 50 items on a five point Likert-type scale ranging from
“Strongly Agree” to “Strongly Disagree” (“N/A” if a question is not applicable to the participant’s context).

How Is the ISS-R Used?

Presently, the IAIE is in the process of analysing the ISS-R data as the IAIE Leadership believes that this instrument has
the potential to significantly impact on education throughout the world. It is believed that the ISS-R will help
administrators, teachers, and other school community stakeholders in creating and maintaining truly inviting schools.

The ISS-R is presently used as one of the criteria for the Inviting School Award. There is no expense in using the ISS-R
for this purpose. There is a nominal charge for using the ISS-R for other purposes.

In addition to the ISS-R, it is recommended that other information be obtained, such as document analyses, interviews,
focus groups, etc. be utilized in order to make informed decisions regarding implementing changes within the school that
will influence perceptions of the invitational qualities of the school by the relevant school community members.

The project budget will include invitational leadership training and coaching for principals and district leaders involved in the project. IAIE members
with consulting and coaching credentials will be invited to contract with ISI to provide these services for a network of model schools that will be
established in Florida, Kentucky, Indiana, and Connecticut.

ISI, a non-profit organization based in Tallahassee, Florida, plans to submit a proposal to the Invest in What Works and Innovation (i3) grant
program for a “Validation Grant” of up to $30 million to enhance and expand ISI’s acclaimed Project CHILD® program. The goal is to create and
sustain a national network of innovative 21% century CHILD lighthouse schools that, in the words of Dr. Betty Siegel, can be “articulated, validated,
and replicated” on a wide scale.

The second objective is to build capacity for systemic change by creating a comprehensive professional development model called MAT21

include workshops, on-site coaching, on-line collaborations, and the annual Project CHILD National Conference.

The third objective is to maximize resources and assure sustainability by building a strong and effective support structure. We will get buy-in and
active participation from all major stake holders including school board members, district leaders, school administrators, teachers, parents,
community leaders, political leaders, and technology vendor partners.

Meeting the absolute priorities:

It takes highly effective teachers to improve achievement for high-need students. However, recruiting, training, and keeping effective teachers in low
performing schools has been one of the most vexing challenges in school reform. Many solutions have been offered, including salary incentives,
bonuses, smaller class sizes, and more curriculum coaches.

However, the solution to recruiting and keeping highly effective teachers in high-need schools goes much deeper. Good teachers will remain in these

schools only when they have a feeling of efficacy, order, safety, collegiality, and support. In other words, they need inviting schools with joyful
classrooms.
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Improving achievement in low performing schools has also been illusive. Where improvements have been made, they have been marginal at best.
The few major success stories have usually involved heroic efforts of superstar teachers and charismatic leaders, traits that cannot be sustained or
replicated on a wide scale.

Project CHILD, on the other hand, offers a well-defined instructional delivery system that has been replicated on a wide scale with exceptional
results since 1988. For example, one of the lowest performing schools in the state of Kentucky received the National School Change Award after
three years of Project CHILD implementation. A study in 15 schools in nine Florida districts showed that 99% of the CHILD students in grades 3-5
with previous CHILD participation in grades K-2 passed the FCAT reading test and were promoted. In 12 of the 15 schools the passing rate was
100%. See Appendix C for a snapshot of CHILD evaluations through the years.
